Muskegon Lake 
Restoration Update

WMSRDC  awarded 
a $341,000 contract 
to the professional 
consulting �rm, JFNew, 
to perform engineering 
and construction 
management services 
for eight of the ten 
habitat restoration sites 
on Muskegon Lake’s 
shoreline.  The funding 
is provided by the 
National Oceanic and 
Atmospheric Coastal 
and Marine Habitat 
Restoration and the 
American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act.

WMSRDC also awarded 
a construction contract 
for $487,000 to Jackson 
Merkey for restoration 
along the shoreline 

Transportation 
Plans Continue to be 

Updated

WMSRDC continues 
to work on updating 
the current 2035 Long 
Range Transportation 
Plan.  Sta� has been 
working with the 
Michigan Department 
of Transportation 
(MDOT) and the local 
Transportation Planning 
Technical and Policy 
Committees to update 
pertinent data for a 
modeling analysis that 
MDOT is developing.  
The data is used to help 
establish de�ciencies 
on the existing local 
transportation network.  
The new plan is expected 
to be �nalized by June 
2010.  

WMSRDC also continues 
to work on the next 
T r a n s p o r t a t i o n 

Improvement Program 
(TIP).  The next TIP will 
encompass Fiscal Year 
(FY) 2010 through FY 
2014, and will replace the 
existing FY 2008-2011 
document.   Projects 
through FY 2013 have 
already been selected 
and any potential 
Environmental Justice 
and Environmental 
Mitigation issues are 
being analyzed.  Projects 
for the �nal year of the 
new TIP, FY 2014, will 
be selected in February 
2010.  The �nal TIP 
document is scheduled 
to be completed in the 
summer of 2010.
