The City of Roosevelt Park is requesting to have a segment of road reclassified to a federally eligible road on the National Functional Classification System.  Currently, the road segment serves as a city major and is not eligible for federal funding.  The reclassification would upgrade Glenside BLVD from Roosevelt south to Summit Avenue.  This will include one block of Kloap and one block of Davis.  (Map will be provided at meeting).  The classification being requested will be an Urban Collector, which will connect to Minor Arterials on both ends.
