3. Presentation and discussion items

a.   FY 2008-2011 TIP AMENDMENT O
Mr. Brian Mulnix presented the following items for inclusion into the FY2008-2011 TIP as Amendment O.    

Harbor Transit 

· 2011, Transit Operations, Operating Federal Cost should be changed from $275,000 to $320,000. Federal funding source is 5307.

· 2011, Transit Capital, Vehicle Replacement of $280,000, Federal 5309 and $70,000 State CTF should be eliminated.

· 2011, Transit Capital, Facility Development & Exterior of $800,000, Federal 5309 and $200,000 State CTF should be eliminated and replaced with Transit Capital, MDT/AVL/ITS Hardware and Software Equipment of $160,000, Federal 5309 and $40,000 State CTF.

A motion was made to recommend approval of the list of projects as Amendment  O.  Motion approved.   M/S Redmond/Murphy
4. NFC update – Mr. Paul Bouman spoke about the Muskegon County Road Commission’s request to have Hile and Sheridan roads be updated to Act 51 primary roads.  A motion was made to recommend approval.   Motion approved.   M/S Al-Shatel/Laughlin
5. FY 2011 – 2014 TIP PROJECT LIST (FY 2014)  – Staff presented their recommended list of projects for the FY 2014.  However, a number of changes had occurred with agencies priorities since the list had been created.  After discussion a list was agreed upon with minor overage.  A motion was made to approve the list and allow staff to make the final dollar amount fit the financial constraint.  The list is presented on the following page.  Motion passed.  M/S Murphy/Nash 
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6.  JOBS FOR MAIN STREET - Staff informed the committee members on the proposed Jobs for Main Street legislation.  Staff urged members to submit their projects as soon as possible.
